SUBJECT: Resolution R2018-04-01 granting contract and
expenditure authority

BACKGROUND: Senate Bill 136 requires the board of trustees of a large

public transit district, such as UTA, to review and approve
any contract or expense exceeding $200,000 or any proposed
change order to an existing contract if the value of the
change order exceeds 15% of the total contract and brings
the total contract to $200,000 or more or $200,000.

Senate Bill 136 also authorizes the board of trustees of a
large public transit district to provide by resolution for
payment of demands against the district without prior
specific approval by the board under certain conditions.

If approved, Resolution R2018-04-01 sets specific
contracting and expenditure authority for the
President/CEO/Executive Director effective on May 8. In
addition to being able to approve contracts, expense, and
change orders up to $200,000, the President/CEO/Executive
Director would be given the authority to approve, in an
emergency situation, contracts for more than $200,000.
Emergency is defined as “an urgent need for the goods or
services and the Authority will sustain serious injury if the
contract, expense, or change order is not approved
immediately.” The President/CEO/Executive Director must
report emergency contracts to the Board at its next meeting.

The Resolution also grants the President/ CEO/Executive
Director the authorization to approve payments to vendors
for the purposes and expenditure ranges described in Exhibit
A. These payments are for insurance, health insurance,
employee payroll taxes, and electricity, contributions to the
pension and 457 systems, and lease or bond payments. All
other payments over $200,000 must be approved by the
Board.




Finally, the resolution directs staff to draft a Board policy
implementing the contracting and expenditure authority
described in Senate Bill 136 for review by the Finance and
Audit Committee and the Board.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE UTAH TRANSIT
AUTHORITY GRANTING CONTRACT AND EXPENDITURE AUTHORITY

No. R2018-04-01 April 18, 2018

WHEREAS, the Utah Transit Authority (the "Authority”) is a public transit district
organized under the laws of the State of Utah and was created to transact and exercise
all of the powers provided for in the Utah Limited Purpose Local Government Entities-
Local Districts Act and the Utah Public Transit District Act; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 136 requires the board of trustees of a large public transit
district, such as the Authority, to review and approve any contract or expense exceeding
$200,000 or any proposed change order to an existing contract if the value of the change
order exceeds 15% of the total contract or $200,000;

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 136 becomes effective May 8, 2018; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the Authority (the “Board”) desires to comply
with Senate Bill 136 and to provide direction to the Authority prior to the adoption of a
Board policy implementing legislative requirements regarding contracting and
expenditure authority.

NOW, THEREFORE, EFFECTIVE MAY 8, 2018, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board
of Trustees of the Utah Transit Authority:

1. That the President/CEO/Executive Director is authorized to approve contracts,
expenses, and change orders having a value less than $200,000.

2. That the President/CEO/Executive Director is authorized to approve payments to
vendors for the purposes and expenditure ranges described in Exhibit A.

3. That the President/CEO/Executive Director is authorized to approve contracts,
expenses, and change orders in excess of $200,000 if they are necessary to meet
an urgent need for goods and services and the Authority will sustain serious injury
if the contract, expense, or change order is not approved immediately (“Emergency
Expenditure”).

4. That any Emergency Expenditure is presented to the Board for approval at its next
meeting.
5. That staff is directed to draft a Board policy implementing the contracting and

expenditure authority described in Senate Bill 136 for review by the Finance and
Audit Committee and the Board.



6. That the Board hereby ratifies any and all actions taken by Authority management
and staff in furtherance of and effectuating the intent of this Resolution.

7. That the corporate seal shall be affixed hereto.

This resolution allows separated
UTA attorneys to continue working on UTA
matters, on an as-needed contract basis, as
determined by UTA.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES REGARDING
CONTINUITY OF LEGAL SERVICES

No. R2018-04-02 April 18, 2018

WHEREAS, the Utah Transit Authority (the “Authority”) is a public transit district
organized under the laws of the State of Utah and was created to transact and exercise
all of the powers provided for in the Utah Limited Purpose Local Government Entities-
Local Districts Act and the Utah Public Transit District Act; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 136 transitions legal representation of the Authority to the
Utah Attorney General on or before July 1, 2019; and

WHEREAS, Executive Limitations Policy 2.1.5 and Corporate Policy 1.1.7 both
prohibit the procurement of services from any former Authority personnel for a period of
one year, unless specifically approved by the Board of Trustees (“Board”); and

WHEREAS, applicable laws and the Authority’s policies and procedures both
require that all services must be procured pursuant to a standard procurement process;
and

WHEREAS, the Board may make exceptions to this requirement in circumstances
that make awarding a contract through a standard procurement process impractical and
not in the best interests of the Authority; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to ensure the continuity of legal representation to
the Authority during the transition period; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that existing contractual arrangements with outside
law firms may not cover all potential legal requirements during the transition period; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that requiring a new standard procurement process
for such legal needs may result in unreasonable transition costs or delays which are not
in the best interests of the Authority.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Utah
Transit Authority:

1. That an exception to the one-year limitation imposed by Executive Limitations
Policy 2.1.5 and Corporate Policy 1.1.7 is granted, as it pertains to the Authority’s General
Counsel or other staff attorneys (“UTA Attorneys”) who may separate from the Authority
prior to the transition of legal representation to the Utah Attorney General.



2. That, notwithstanding the foregoing, any legal services provided by separated UTA
Attorneys must continue to conform to the Utah Rules of Professional Conduct, including
those rules involving conflicts of interest.

3. That, during the transition period, the Board authorizes the Authority to procure
legal services from UTA Attorneys (including UTA Attorneys retained through law firms
that are not current UTA contractors) without undertaking a new standard procurement
process.

4, That, the President/CEO/Executive Director is authorized and empowered to take
or direct such other actions as may be reasonably required or implied to give effect to this
Resolution.

5. That this Resolution stay in full force and effect unless amended or rescinded by
further action of the Board of Trustees or until all actions authorized by this Resolution
have been completed or the time contemplated by the Resolution has elapsed.

6. That the Board hereby ratifies any and all actions taken by Authority management
and staff in furtherance of and effectuating the intent of this Resolution.

7. That the corporate seal be attached hereto.
