CONTRACT PERFORMANCE PERIOD: Contract performance will commence on or
about December 10, 2009 for three (3) years.

COST AND PRICING: The cost submitted by the offeror on the Bid Schedule shall be the full
and total cost for the services or items indicated on the Bid Schedule. All applicable costs,

charges or fees shall be included as part of the price, or listed as a separate itemon, or
attached to, the Bid Schedule.

UTA will not be responsible for or pay for any costs, charges or fees not included or identified in
the offer.

MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS: This is a requirements contract for the services identified
herein and effective for the time stated.

Subject to any limitations stated herein, the contractor shall furnish to UTA the services
specified in the Schedule as ordered in accordance w ith the specification/statement of w ork.
Any service requested during the effective period of this contract and not completed w ithin that
period shall be completed by the contractor within the time specified for the service.
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Any quantities or number of service calls that may be mentioned in the Schedule or
specification/statement of w ork are “possible” service calls only and shall not be read or
interpreted so as to obligate UTA to purchase such amounts. How ever, there is no limit as the
number of service calls that may be issued.

PRICE ESCALATION: UTA will consider price adjustments (increases and reductions) every
tw elve months during the term of the contract. The Contractor must submit their request for
price adjustments in writing and provide w ritten documentation from their suppliers to support
any adjustments. The Contractor should address all of the items affected by a specffic price
change at the same time. Price adjustments w ill not be retroactive; ordering prices w ill not be
changed until the adjustments are approved by UTA by w ritten change order. UTA w arrants it
will consider requests for price adjustments w ithin a reasonable time from date of receipt;
contractor warrants that it will not delay delivery of items pending price changes. If price
increases are not mutually acceptable, the contractwill be canceled. Requests shall be
delivered to the UTA Purchasing Department, attention Mary Kay Bonica.

ADVANCE OR DOWN PAYMENTS: The Utah Transit Authority (UTA) is funded by both State
and Federal funds. Therefore, UTA is unable to allow advance or down payments. Materials
and/services must be received and accepted prior to payment.

PROCUREMENT CARDS: UTA will be using Purchasing Cards (p-cards) for charges made
under this agreement. No additional fees or charges w ill be charged because of the use of a
purchasing card. UTA currently uses the MasterCard Purchasing Card from Wells Fargo.

CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEES: All contractor employees must be United States Citizens or
otherw ise legally permitted to w orkw ithin the U.S. The contractor will be responsible and liable
for ensuring employees meet this requirement. The contractor will also perform background
checks on all personnel; findings wiill be made available to UTA if deemed necessary in the
course of the contract.

LICENSES AND PERMITS / CONTRACTOR REQUIREM ENTS: The contractor must possess
any and all business licenses and or permits required by local, State and Federal regulations,
rules and guidelines pertaining this procurement. A copy of a current license/permit must be
provided w ith the contractors offer.

CONTRACTOR EXPERIENCE: Offerors must provide evidence of at least five (5) years
experience in vehicle maintenance and or sales of like or similar products.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH SPECIFICATIONS: Services or products provided not in
compliance w ith the specifications w ill not be accepted by UTA. The contractor will replace any
unacceptable item w ithin a time agreed to by UTA.

STATE CONTRACT PRICING: UTA is authorized Utah State Contract pricing as a Political
Subdivision. Dealers offering pricing under a Utah State Contract must indicate such on the Bid
Schedule and indicate the applicable State Contract w ith their pricing. Bidders must complete
Certification A, B and C and the applicable certifications in Appendix A to be considered for
award. The term of the agreement shall be the time frame established in the UTA contract

aw ard.

WARRANTIES/SERVICE: Where applicable, all new parts and products shall be covered by
the manufacturer’s standard commercial w arranty/guarantee for all parts and labor. Warranty
period should be from the date of receipt and acceptance by UTA. The contractor shall provide
written documentation on w arranties to include time periods, coverage and service locations.

The contractor shall provide written documentation on w arranties to include time periods,
coverage and service locations for all used equipment being offered.

SAFETY: The Contractor shall comply with al OSHA, EPA, DOT and all other local, State and
Federal regulations, rules and guidelines pertaining to safety andwi ill be solely responsible for
any fines, citations or penalties it may receive w hile w orking on this project.
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SECURITY REQUIREM ENTS- VEHICL ES: The UTA requires maximum security of UTA
vehicles under this agreement. The contractor wiill be held financially responsible for any
damage or loss caused due to lack of security measures. UTA may conduct site inspections
prior to and during the agreement period to verify proper security measures are being taken.
The contractor w ill take special care to control and preserve UTA property w hile in their
possession. (See also “Insurance Requirements” and “Inde mnity”).

ENVIRONM ENTAL MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (EMS): UTA is ISO 14001 Environmental
Management System (EMS) certified. Contractors w ho do business with UTA must be aw are
that their activities, products or services may affect UTA’s ability to maintain the obligation of the
EMS.

INSURANCE AND INDEMNITY: Contractor is an independent contractor and is responsible to
provide and pay the cost of all its employees’ benefits. For the duration of this Agreement,
Contractor shall maintain at its ow n expense, and provide proof of said insurance to UTA, the
follow ing types of insurance:

Occurrence type Commercial General Liability Insurance ISO CG001, with an additional date of
11-88 or later, covering the indemnity and other liability provisions of this Agreement, w ith no
exclusions of explosion, collapse nor underground hazards. The limits for this liability coverage
shall have a general aggregate of not less than $1,000,000.00 per occurrence and a Products
and Completed Operations Aggregate of not less than $1,000.000.00 per occurrence. UTA
shall be named as an additional insured w ith respect to the liability coverage.

Automobile insurance covering ow ned, non-owned, and hired automobile w ith limits not less
than $500,000.00 combined single limit of coverage.

Workers compensation insurance conforming to the State of Utah statutory requirements
covering allemployees of Contractor, and any employees of its subcontractors, representative,
or agents as long as they are engaged in the w ork covered by this Agreement. The policy shall
also cover Employers Liability w ith limits no less than $500,000.00 each accident, and each
employee for disease.

Contractor w arrants that this Agreement has been thoroughly review ed by its insurance agent,
broker or consultant, and that said agent/broker/consultant has been instructed to procure for
Contractor the insurance coverage and endorsements required herein.

UTA, as a self-insured governmental entity, shall not be required to provide insurance coverage
for the risk of loss to UTA premises and improvements or equipment ow ned by UTA.

UTA and Contractor hereby covenant and agree to indemnify and hold harmless the other party
to this Agreement from and against any and all claims, causes of action, liability, damages,
costs and expenses which said party may incur or w hich may be asserted against the other
party as the result of the failure of such party to performtheir obligations hereunder, including
court costs and reasonable attorney’s fees.

"Utah Transit Authority”, "Transit Authority”, "Authority”, or "UT A" means Utah Transit Authoiity, body
corporate and politic created pursuant to Section 17-A-2-1001, Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended,
relating to public transit districts.

"Board", "Directors", “Board of Directors" or “Board of Trustees” means Utah Transit Authority's Board of
Trustees or members thereof.

"General Manager" means general manager of the Utah Transit Authority.
"Contractor" means the successful bidder orofferor to whom a contract is awarded.

"Contract" means a written agreement, resulting from this proposal, signed by the Contracting Parties or
their propery authorized representative or agent, mailed to the contractor at the address designated in
their bid/proposal or to such otheraddress as may be designated in writing as their official place of
business.

Any reference in any
law, map, regulation, document, paper, or other record of the United States to the Urban Mass
Transportation Act of 1964, as amended, shall be deemed a reference to the Federal Transit
Act, as amended.

Federal Transit Administration is the current designation of the fomer Urban Mass
Transportation Administration. Any reference in any law, map, regulation, document, paper, or
other record of the United States to the Urban Mass Transportation Administration shall be
deemed a reference to the Federal Transit Administration.

Federal Transit Administratoris the current designation forthe Urban Mass Transportation
Administrator.

FTA isthe acronym for the Federal Transit Administration, one of the operating administrations
of the U.S. Department of Transportation (U.S. DOT).

To the extent applicable, the Contractor agreesto assist UTA
in complying with FT A regulations, "Project Management Oversight", 49 C.F.R. Part 633, and
any revision thereto, with respect to a major capital project.
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g. Geographic Restrictions. The Contractor agrees to refrain from using state orlocal geographic
preferences, exceptthose expressly mandated orencouraged by Federal statute, and as
permitted by FT A and the State of Utah.

5. Changes.

a. The Manager of Purchasing and Material (Manager) may at any time, by written order, and
without notice to the sureties, if any, make changes within the general scope of this contractin
any one or more of the following:

For supplies-

(1) Drawings, designs or spedifications when the supplies to be furnished are to be spedially
manufactured for UTA in accordance with the drawings, designs, or specifications;

(2) Method of shipmentor packing;

(3) Place of delivery;

or, if for services-

(1) Description of services to be performed;
(2) Time of performance (i.e., hours of the day, days of the week etc);
(3) Place of perfomance of the services.

b. If any change under this clause causes an increase ordecrease in the Contractors cost or, or
the time required for, the performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether or not
changed by any such order, the Manager shall make an equitable adjustmentin the contract
price, the delivery schedule, or both, and shall modify the contract accordingly.

c. The Contractor must assert itsright to an adjustment under this clause within 30 days from the
date of receipt of the written notice. However, if the Manager decides that the facts justify it, the
Manager may receive and act upon a proposal submitted before final payment of the contract.

d. If the Contractors proposal includes the cost of property made obsolete or excess by the
change, the Manager shall have the right to prescribe the disposition of the property.

e. Failureto agree to any adjustment shall be a dispute under the Disputes clause. However,
nothing in this clause shall excuse the Contractor from proceeding with the contract as
changed.

6. Protest Procedures: Protests will be accepted only from bidders/proposers whose direct economic
interest has been adversely affected by those alleged actions/omissions of the Authority that form
the basis of the protest. Protests will be determined in accordance with the laws of the State of Utah
induding, without limitation, the Utah Procurement Code and the Utah Government Records Access
and Management Act, all as amended from time to time. All protests shall be in writing and shall be
submitted to the Authority as directed in these protest procedures. Protests that are not delivered to
the appropiiate persons or not delivered within the appropriate time limits (all as set forth in these
procedures) shall be null and void and will not be considered by the Authoiity. A protest shall be
deemed to be delivered pursuant to these procedures when actually received by the designated
recipient by hand delivery, by recognized overnight courier service or by certified or registered mail.

All protests shall include:
- The name and address of the bidder/proposer;

If the protest has been timely filed, the Procurement Officer, or an agent designated by the Procurement
Officer, will promptly make a detemination in writing regarding the validity of the protest and whether the
Authority’s decision regarding the Award should be reconsidered. The Authority shall provide notice of
the protest to all bidders/proposers who submitted a bid/proposal (except, in the case of a two-step
procurement, the Authority shall only provide notice of those who were deemed qualified or were “short-
listed” to submit a bid/proposal for step two of the project). The Procurement Officer, or his or her
designee, will respond to the protestor in writing and address each material issue raised in the protest in a
timely manner.

The President will determine the specific procedures that will be followed by the
Protest Committee, induding the date of any hearing deemed necessary by the President. After
considering the appeal, the Protest Committee will notify the appellant and the Procurement Officerin
writing in a prompt manner of its decision regarding the appeal. If the Protest Committee reverses the
decision of the Procurement Officer, it shall have broad discretion fo take any action it deems necessary
to correct the detemined defects in the Contract Award, consistent with applicable law and Authority
polices. If the Protest Committee upholds the decision of the Procurement Officer, the Authority may
proceed with the execution of the Contract seven (7) Calendar Days after the Authority provides notice of
the Protest Committee’s decision. The Authority may proceed without regard to the seven-day waiting
period if the Procurement Officer shall make a written determination that immediately executing the
Contractis necessary to protect a substantial interest of the Authority. The decision of the Protest
Committee constitutes a final administrative decision of the Authority.

APPEALSTO FTA: IF THE PROTEST COMMITTEE UPHOLDS THE DECISION OF THE
PROCUREMENT OFFICER, THE PROTESTOR MAY CONTINUE TS PROTEST BY SEEKING
JUDICIAL RELIEF WITHIN THE STATE OF UTAH. IN ACCORDANCE WITH FTA POLICY, A

C.F.R. Part31, apply to its actions pertaining to this Project. Upon execution of the underlying contract,
the Contractor certifies or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it
may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying contract or the FTA assisted project for
which this contract workis being performed. In addition to otherpenalties that may be applicable, the
Contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictiious, or fraudulent
claim, statement, submission, or certification, the Federal Government reserves the right to impose the
penalties of the Program Fraud Givil

Remedies Act of 1986 on the Contractor to the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.

The Contractor also acknowledges thatifit makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent
claim, statement, submission, or certification to the Federal Government under a contract connected with
a project thatisfinanced in whole or in part with Federal assistance originally awarded by FT A under the
authority of 49 U.S.C. § 5307, the Government reserves the right to impose the penaltiesof 18 U.S.C. §
1001 and 49 U.S.C. § 5307(n)(1) on the Contractor, to the extent the Federal Government deems
appropriate.

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TERMINATION

a)

Termination for Conv enience (General Provision) The Utah Transit Authority (UT A) may terminate
this contract, in whole or in part, at any time by written notice to the Contractor whenitisin UTA’s
best interest. The Contractor shall be paid its costs, including contract close-out costs, and profit on
work performed up to the time of termination. The Contractor shall promptly submitits termination
claim to UTA to be paid the Contractor. If the Contractorhas any property in its possession belonging
to the UTA, the Contractor will account for the same, and dispose of itin the mannerthe UTA directs.

Termination for Default [Breach or Cause] (General Provision) If the Contractor does not deliver
suppliesin accordance with the contract delivery schedule, or, if the contractis for services, the
Contractor fails to perform in the manner called forin the contract, orif the Contractor fails to comply
with any other provisions of the contract, the UTA may terminate this contract for default. Temination
shall be effected by serving a notice of termination on the contractor setting forth the manner in which
the Contractorisin default. The contractor will only be paid the contract price for supplies delivered
and accepted, or services performed in accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the
contract.

If itis later determined by the UTA that the Contractor had an excusable reason for not performing,
such as a strike, fire, or flood, events which are not the fault of or are beyond the control of the
Contractor, the UTA, after setting up a new delivery of performance schedule, may allow the
Contractor to continue work, or treat the termination as a termination for convenience.
Opportunity to Cure (General Provision) The UTA in its sole discretion may, in the case of a
termination forbreach ordefault, allow the Contractor 10 calendar daysin which to cure the defect.

In such case, the notice of termination will state the time petiod in which cure is pemitted and other
appropriate conditions. If Contractor fails to remedy to UTA's satisfaction the breach ordefault of any
of the terms, covenants, or conditions of this Contract within [ten (10) days] after receipt by Contractor
of written notice fom UT A setting forth the nature of said breach or default, UT A shall have the right
to terminate the Contract without any further obligation to Contractor. Any such termination for
default shall notin any way operate to preclude UT A from also pursuing all available remedies
against Contractor and its sureties for said breach or default.

Waiv er of Remedies for any Breach In the event that UT A elects to waive its remedies for any
breach by Contractor of any covenant, term or condition of this Contract, such waiver by UTA shall
notlimit UTA's remedies for any succeeding breach of that or of any other term, covenant, or
condition of this Contract.

Termination for Conv enience (Professional or Transit Service Contracts) The UTA, by written
notice, may terminate this contract, in whole orin part, when itisin the UTAinterest. If this contract
isterminated, the UTA shall be liable only for payment underthe payment provisions of this contract
for services rendered before the effective date of termination.

Termination for Default (Supplies and Service) If the Contractor fails to deliver supplies or to
perform the services within the ime spedified in this contract or any extension or if the Contractor fails
to comply with any other provisions of this contract, the UT A may terminate this contract fordefault.
The UTA shall terminate by delivering to the Contractora Notice of Termination specifying the nature
of the default. The Contractor will only be paid the contract price for supplies delivered and accepted,
or services performed in accordance with the manner or performance set forth in this contract. If, after
termination forfailure to fulfill contract obligations, itis detemined that the Contractor was notin
default, the rights and obligations of the parties shall be the same as if the termination had been
issued for the convenience of the UTA.

Termination for Default (Construction) If the Contractor refuses or fails to prosecute the work or

any separable part, with the diligence that will insure its completion within the time specified in this
contract or any extension or fails to complete the work within this time, or if the Contractor fails to
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comply with any other provisions of this contract, the UT A may terminate this contract for default.

The UTA shall terminate by delivering to the Contractora Notice of Termination specifying the nature
of the default. In this event, the UTA may take overthe work and compete it by contract or otherwise,
and may take possession of and use any materials, appliances, and plant on the work site necessary
for completing the work. The Contractor and its sureties shall be liable for any damage to the UTA
resulting from the Contractor's refusal or failure to complete the work within specified time, whether or
notthe Contractor's right to proceed with the workis terminated. This liability includes any increased
costsincurred by the UT A in completing the work. The Contractor's right to proceed shall not be
terminated nor the Contractor charged with damages under this clause if-

1. the delayin completing the work arises from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without
the fault or negligence of the Contractor. Examples of such causesindude: acts of God, acts of the
UTA, acts of another Contractorin the performance of a contract with the UT A, epidemics, quarantine
restrictions, strike s, freight embargoes; and

2. the contractor, within [10] days from the beginning of any delay, notifies the UT A in writing of the

causes of delay. Ifinthe judgmentofthe UTA, the delayis excusable, the time for completing the
work shall be extended. The judgment of the UTA shall be final and condusive on the parties, but
subject to appeal under the Disputes clauses.

If, after termination of the Contractor's right to proceed, itis detemined that the Contractor was notin
default, or that the delay was excusable, the rights and obligations of the parties will be the same as if

the termination had been issued for the convenience of the UTA.

Authority. Kfitislater detemined that the bidderor proposer knowingly rendered an erroneous
certification, in addition to remedies available to the Utah Transit Authority, the Federal
Government may pursue available remedies, induding but not limited to suspension and/or
debarment. The bidderor proposer agrees to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR 29,
Subpart C while this offer is valid and throughout the period of any contract that may arise from
this offer. The bidder or proposer further agrees to indude a provision requiring such compliance
inits lower tier covered transactions.

PRIVACY ACT (1) The Contractor agrees to comply with, and assure s the compliance of its employees
with, the information restrictions and other applicable requirements of the Privacy Act of 1974,

5 U.S.C. § 552a. Among other things, the Contractor agrees to obtain the express consent of the Federal

Government before the Contractor orits employees operate a system of records on behalf of the Federal

Government. The Contractorunderstands that the requirements of the Privacy Act, induding the civil and

criminal penalties for violation of that Act, apply to those individuals involved, and that failure to comply
with the tems of the Privacy Act may resultin termination of the underlying contract.
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(2) The Contractor also agrees to indude these requirements in each subcontract to administer any
system of records on behalf of the Federal Government financed in whole orin part with Federal
assistance provided by FTA.

CIVIL RIGHTS REQUIREMENTS The following requirements apply to the undedying contract:

(a) Race, Color, Creed, National Origin, Sex - In accordance with Title VIl of the Givil Rights Act, as
amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e, and Federal transitlaws at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to
comply with all applicable equal employment opportunity requirements of U.S. Depariment of Labor (U.S.
DOL) regulations, "Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity,
Department of Labor," 41 C.F.R. Parts 60 et seq., (which implement Executive Order No. 11246, "Equal
Employment Opportunity,” as amended by Executive Order No. 11375, "Amending Executive Order
11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity,” 42 U.S.C. § 2000e note), and with any applicable
Federal statutes, executive orders, regulations, and Federal policies that may in the future affect
construction activities undertaken in the course of the Project. The Contractor agrees to take affirmative
action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment,
without regard to their race, color, creed, national origin, sex, orage. Such action shall incude, but not
be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment
advertising, layoff or temination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training,
induding apprenticeship. In addition, the Contractor agreesto comply with any implementing
requirements FTA may issue.

(b) Age -In accordance with section 4 of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amended,
29 U.S.C. § § 623 and Federal transitlaw at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractoragrees to refrain from
discrimination against present and prospective employees for reason of age. In addition, the Contractor
agreesto comply with any implementing requirements FT A may issue.

(c) Disabilities - In accordance with section 102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act, as amended, 42
U.S.C. § 12112, the Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of U.S. Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission, "Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans
with Disabilities Act," 29 C.F.R. Part 1630, pertaining to employment of persons with disabilities. In
addition, the Contractoragreesto comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.

(8) The Contractor also agrees to indude these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole orin
part with Federal assistance provided by FT A, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties.

BREACHES AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION: Disputes arising in the performance of this Contract which
are not resolved by agreement of the parties shall be decided in wiiting by the authorized representative
of UTA's Procurement Officer. This decision shall be final and condusive unless within ten (10) days
from the date of receipt of its copy, the Contractor mails or otherwise furnishes a written appeal to the
UTA's Procurement Officer. In connection with any such appeal, the Contractor shall be afforded an
opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of its position. The decision of the UTA's
Procurement Officer shall be binding upon the Contractorand the Contractor shall abide be the decision.
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Performance During Dispute - Unless otherwise directed by UTA, Contractor shall continue
performance under this Contract while matters in dispute are being resolved.

Claims for Damages - Should eitherparty to the Contract sufferinjury or damage to person or property
because of any act or omission of the party or of any of his employees, agents or others for whose acts
he islegally liable, a daim fordamages therefor shall be made in witing to such otherparty within a
reasonable time afterthe first observance of such injury of damage.

Remedies - Unless this contract provides otherwise, all daims, counterdaims, disputes and othermatters
in question between the Utah Transit Authority and the Contractor arising out of or relating to this
agreement orits breach will be decided by arbitration if the parties mutually agree, or in a court of
competent jurisdiction within the State of Utah, in which UTA is located.

Rights and Remedies - The duties and obligations imposed by the Contract Documents and the rights
and remedies available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations,
rights and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law. No action or failure to act by the UTA,
(Architect) or Contractor shall constitute a waiver of any right or duty afforded any of them under the
Contract, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute an approval of or acquiescence in any
breach thereunder, except as may be specifically agreed in writing.

DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE (DBE)

a. Thiscontractis subject to the requirements of Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 26,
Particpation by Disadvantaged Business Enteiprises in Department of Transportation Financial
Assistance Programs. The national goal for participation of Disadvantaged Business Enterpiises (DBE)
is 10%. The agency’s overall goal for DBE participationis__ %.

b. The contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, or sexin the
performance of this contract. The contractor shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in
the award and administration of this DOT-assisted contract. Failure by the contractor to carry out these
requirements is a material breach of this contract, which may resultin the temination of this contract or
such other remedy as the Utah Transit Authority deems appropriate. Each subcontract the contractor
signs with a subcontractor must indude the assurance in this paragraph (see 49 CFR 26.13(b)).

d. The contractoris required to pay its subcontractors performing work related to this contract for
satisfactory performance of that work no later than 30 days afterthe contractor’s receipt of payment for
that work from the Utah Transit Authority. In addition, the contractor may not hold retainage from its
subcontractors.

e. The contractor must promptly notify the Utah Transit Authority, whenever a DBE subcontractor
performing work related to this contractis terminated or fails to complete its work, and must make good
faith efforts to engage another DBE subcontractor to perform at least the same amount of work. The
contractor may not terminate any DBE subcontractorand perform that work through its own forces or
those of an affiliate without prior written consent of the Utah Transit Authority.

INCORPORATION OF FEDERAL TRANSIT ADMINISTRATION (FTA) TERMS

The preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT,
whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions required
by DOT, as set forthin FTA Circular4220.1E, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the
contrary herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a
conflict with other provisions contained in this Agreement. The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail
to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any (name of grantee) requests which would cause (name of
grantee) to be in violation of the FT A terms and conditions.
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FLY AMERICA REQUIREMENTS Fly America requirements apply to the transportation of persons or
property, by air, between a place in the U.S. and a place outside the U.S., or between places outside the
U.S., when the FTA will participate in the costs of such air transportation. Transportation on a foreign air
carrieris permissible when provided by a foreign air carrier under a code share agreement when the
ticketidentifies the U.S. air carrier's designator code and flight number. Transportation by a foreign air
carrieris also permissible if there is a bilateral or multilateral air transportation agreement to which the
U.S. Government and a foreign government are parties and which the Federal DOT has determined
meets the requirements of the Ay America Act.

The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 40118 (the “Hy Ameirica” Adt) in accordance with the
General Services Administration’s regulations at 41 CFR Part 301-10, which provide that UTAs and
subrecipients of Federal funds and their contractors are required to use U.S. Hag air carriers for U.S
Government-financed international air travel and transportation of their personal effects or property, to the
extent such service is available, unless travel by foreign air carrieris a matter of necessity, as defined by
the Fly America Act. The Contractor shall submit, if a foreign air carrier was used, an appropriate
certification ormemorandum adequately explaining why service by a U.S. flag air carrier was not
available or why it was necessary to use a foreign air carrier and shall, in any event, provide a certificate
of compliance with the Ay America requirements. The Contractor agrees to indude the requirements of
this section in all subcontracts that may involve international air transportation.

CARGO PREFERENCE REQUIREMENTS The Cargo Preference requirements apply to all contracts
involving equipment, materials, or commodities which may be transported by ocean vessels.

described in the preceding paragraph to the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development,
Maiitime Administration, Washington, DC 20590 and to the FTA recipient (through the contractorin the
case of a subcontractor's bill-ofdading.) c. o indude these requirementsin all subcontracts issued
pursuant to this contract when the subcontract may inwolve the transport of equipment, material, or
commodities by ocean vessel.

26 and are certified by the Utah Uniform Certification Program (UUCP). Utah Transit Authority’s

e Good Faith Efforts means efforts to achieve a DBE goal or other requirement of this part which,
by their scope, intensity, and appropliateness to the objective, can reasonably be expected to
fulfill the program requirement.

e Race conscious DBE participation includes any time a DBE wins a prime contract through
customary competitive procurement procedures, is awarded a subcontract on a piime contract that
carries a DBE goal.

Failure by UTAto carry out UTA’s approved program may resultin DOT -
imposed sanctions as provided for under Part 26 and may, in appropriate cases, result in enforcement
actionsunder 18 U.S.C. 1001 and/or the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 (31 U.S.C. 3801 et
seq.) Bidders agree to indemnify UT A forany such sanctions received as a result of the actions and
omissions of Contractor or its subcontractors.

COUNTING DBE PARTICIPATION TOWARD GOALS

When a DBE participates in a contract, UT A will count only the value of the work actually performed by the
DBE toward DBE goals. Thisinfomation is documented on ATTACHMENT A-1, DISADVANTAGED
BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION FORM. UTA will indude in this count the following:

1. The entire amount of that portion of a construction contract thatis performed by the DBEs own forces.
The cost of supplies and materials obtained by the DBE for the work of the contract, induding supplies
purchased or equipment leased by the DBE (except supplies and equipment the DBE subcontractor
purchases or leases from the prime contractor or its affiliate) is incdluded in this amount.

The entire amount of fees or commissions charged by a DBE firm forproviding a bona fide service, such as
professional, technical, consultant, or managerial services, or for providing bonds orinsurance
specifically required for the perfomance of a DOT -assisted contract provided UTA detemines the fees
to be reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees customaiily allowed for similar services.

When a DBE subcontracts part of the work of its contract to another firn, the value of the subcontracted
work, only if the DBEs subcontractorisitself a DBE. Workthat a DBE subcontractsto a non-DBE firm
does not count toward DBE goals.

When a DBE performs as a participantin a joint venture, the portion of the total dollar value of the contract
equal to the distinct, dearly defined portion of the work of the contract that the DBE performs with its
own forces, is counted toward DBE goals.

Expenditures to a DBE contractor are counted toward DBE goals, only if the DBE is performing a
commercially useful function on that contract.

A DBE performs a commercially useful function when itis responsible for execution of the work of the
contract and is carrying out its responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and supervising the work
involved. To perform a commerdally useful function, the DBE must also be responsible, with respect to
materials and supplies used on the contract, for negotiating price, determining quality and quantity, ordering
the materal, and installing (where applicable) and paying for the material itself. To determine whether a
DBE is performing a commercially useful function, the DBE Liaison Officer will evaluate the amount of work
subcontracted, industry practices, whether the amount the fim isto be paid under the contractis
commensurate with the workitis actually performing and the DBE credit daimed for its performance of the
work, and other relevant factors.

A DBE does not perfom a commercially useful function if its role is limited to that of an extra participantin a
transaction, contract, or project through which funds are passed in order to obtain the appearance of DBE
participation. In detemining whethera DBE is such an extra particpant, the DBE Liaison Officer will
examine similar transactions, particulaly those in which DBEs do not participate.

If a DBE does not perform or exercise responsibility for at least 30 percent of the total cost of its contract with
its own work force, or the DBE subcontracts a greater portion of the work of a contract than would be
expected on the basis of normal industry practice for the type of work involved, UTA will presume thatitis
not performing a commercially useful function.
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When a DBE is presumed not to be performing a commercially useful function as provided in this section, the
DBE may present evidence to rebut this presumption. UTA may determine that the firm is performing a
commercially useful function given the type of work involved and normal industry practices.

REQUIREMENTS, TERMS, AND CONDITIONS

A Disadvantaged Business Enterpiise is a firm that has been certified by the Utah Uniform Certification
Program (UUCP) to meet the ciiteriain 49 CFR Part 26. Only firms certified by the UUCP can receive DBE
credit on fedenally assisted projectsin the State of Utah. Firms must be certified as a DBE piior to the
contract award for UT A to receive credit for a DBE firm’s participation on a contract.

1. Bidders who fail or refuse to complete and return the applicable certifications to this RFP shall be
deemed non-responsive and will not be awarded a contract.

2. Where bidders intend to attain their goal for DBE participation by subcontracting or use of a joint
venture, itthey must complete and submit the following certifications as applicable. Attachments A,
A-1, A-2, A-3, A4, and A-5 with yourbid.

3. All Bidders are required to submit wiitten assurance of meeting contract goalsin their bids/proposals
and will submit: (1) names of DBE subcontractors; (2) a description of the work they are to perfom;
and (3) the dollar value of each proposed DBE subcontract. In order to be a responsive Bidder, a
Bidder must meet the specified DBE contract goal or demonstrate sufficient good faith efforts to do so.
Meeting the contract goal or making suffident good faith efforts to do so is no less than meeting
technical specifications or complying with bid orproposal procedures, is a necessary condition of
responsiveness.

4.  The Bidderexpressed goal stated in the ATTACHMENT A-1 — DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS
ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION FORM, shall express the commitment on part of Bidder to the
percentage of DBE uftilization during the term of the contract.

5.  The commitment of the Bidder to a specific goal isto meet DBE objectives and is notintended to be
used and shall not be used, to discriminate against any qualified company or group of companies.

6.  The Bidders must actively and aggressively seek to meet the spedific contract goal for the project or
the overall goal if an individual contract goal has notbeen set. In detemining whether a Bidder has
made good faith efforts to ensure DBE participation if awarded the contract, UTA may consider, and

the Bidder must be able to provide, evidence regarding the good faith efforts. Thisinformation is
provided on ATTACHMENT A-3, GOOD FAITH EFFORT DOCUMENTATION FORM.

UTA will award a contract only to a Bidder who makes good faith efforts to meet the established goal. A
Bidderhas made good faith efforts if the Bidderdoes either of the following:

Documents that it has obtained enough DBE participation to meet the goal; ordocuments thatit has made
adequate good faith efforts to meet the goal, induding assurances that the Bidder has done the following:

Attended any pre-solicitation or pre-bid meetings that were scheduled by UT A to inform DBEs of
contracting and subcontracting opportunities;

1. Advertised information concerning the subcontracting opportunities in general circulation, trade
association, and minoility-focused media;

2. Provided written notice to a reasonable number of specific DBEs that theirinterestin the contract was
being solicited, in sufficient time to allow the DBEs to participate effectively;
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3. Followed up initial solicitations of interest by contacting DBEs to determine with certainty whether the
DBEs were interested,;

4. Selected portions of the work to be performed by DBEs in order to increase the likelihood of meeting
the DBE goals (induding, where appropriate, breaking down contracts into economically feasible
units to facilitate DBE participation);

5. Provided interested DBEs with adequate information about the plans, specifications and requirements
of the contract;

6. Negotiated in good faith with interested DBES, not rejecting DBEs as unqualified without sound
reasons based on a thorugh investigation of their capabilities;

7. Assisted interested DBEs in obtaining bonding, lines of credit, orinsurance required by UT A or the
Bidders, and;

8. Used the services of available minority community organizations; minority contractor’'s groups; local,
state, and Federal minority business assistance offices and other organizations that provide
assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBEs.

As part
of this reconsideration, the Bidder will have the opportunity to provide wiitten documentation orargument
conceming the issue of whetherit met the goal or made adequate good faith effortsto do so. UTA’s decision
on reconsideration will be made by a DBE Administrative Hearing Officer. The Bidders will be given the
opportunity to meetin person with UT A’s reconsideration official to discuss the issue of whetherit met the
goal or made adequate good faith effortsto do so. UTA will send the Bidders a written decision on
reconsideration, explaining the basis for finding that the Bidders did ordid not meetthe goal ormake
adequate good faith efforts to do so. The result of this reconsideration process is not administratively
appealable to DOT.

INSTRUCTIONS TO ALL CONTRACTORS

1. Temination of DBE Subcontractors. No contractor may terminate for convenience a DBE subcontractor

listed in response to this request (or an approved substitute DBE firm) and then perform the work of the
terminated subcontractor with its own forces or those of an affiliate, without UTA’s prior written consent.

When a DBE subcontractoris terminated, or fails to complete its work on the contract for any reason, the
prime contractor must make good faith efforts to find another DBE subcontractor to substitute for the
original DBE. These good faith efforts must be directed at finding another DBE to perform at least the
same amount of work under the contract as the DBE that was terminated, to the extent needed to meet
the contract goal UT A established for the procurement.

UTA reserves the right to order completion of the work (that was subcontracted to a DBE who is unable
to perform successfully), by any of the following three methods:

Modify or renegotiate the contract to compensate for reasonable extra costs or time
necessary to obtain a DBE replacement.

6. Monitoring. UTA’s DBE Liaison Officer will monitor the work committed to DBEs under this contract to
determine what work is actually performed by the DBEs. Contractor will provide all information
requested by the DBE Liaison Officer to enable UTA to keep a running tally of DBE attainments (e.g.,
payments actually made to DBE firms). UTA will give credit for DBE participation toward overall or
contract goals only when payments are actually made to DBE firms.

7. DBE Financial Institutions. UTA continuesto seek services offered by financial institutions owned and
controlled by socially and economically disadvantaged individuals in its geographic area. To date, no
such financial institutions exist in the State of Utah. UT A will encourage prime contractors to use such
ingtitutions as they are identified.

VANPOOL MAINTENANCE BID/STATEMENT OF WORK

The Utah Transit Authority contracts transit riders to operate approximately 600 vanpool vehides. The
fleet currently consists of the following vehide types:

66% 2002 and 2007 Ford E-350 Super Duty 15 passenger vans
2002 through 2007 Ford E-350 XLT Wagon

29% 2002 through 2007 Chevy 3500 Express 1 Ton Vans

5% 1994 through 1998 Ford Club Wagons

1998 through 2001 Ford E-350 15 passenger vans

UTA Vanpool provides vans, staff support, maintenance, fuel and insurance to groups of seven to fifteen
people who commute together. One volunteer from the group is responsible forthe van and is assigned
to diive. All other passengersinduding the diiver pay a monthly fee thatis based on the contract pricing.

The key element of the Vanpool maintenance program indudes, a comprehensive preventative
maintenance schedule, full utilization of standard warranty coverage and customer service
responsiveness. Contractors work collaboratively with UT A Vanpool staff to maximize cost efficiencies,
minimize unscheduled repairs and downtime and ensure courteous, quality service while providing
customers with mechanically sound, safe, reliable and dean vehicdes. Attentionis alwaysfocused on
balancing cost and providing effective service.

Scope of Work: Contractors may bid on all or part of the services requested in this bid. Once contracts
are awarded, UT A will advise all current and future Vanpool operators to use only the suppliers that have
a contract with the Authority. Vanpool operators may use whichever supplier they choose. UTA can not
guarantee the winning Contractor(s) a specific amount of work however the number of current operators
in each zip code is detailed below and the assumption is that operators may use Contractor(s) in
proximity to their service area.

The Contractor(s) shall be responsible for maintaining complete vehicle maintenance records, induding
any warranty work for all vehicles while assigned to or worked on by their shop. Vehides history records
shall be available to UT A upon request.

A UTA Vanpool Vehicle Maintenance Supervisor (VVMS) or Vanpool Maintenance Specialist (VMS) will
coordinate all Vanpool maintenance service activities at the Contractor’s facility.

Bidders shall demonstrate the ability to provide routine preventative maintenance and repair services for
various years, makes and model vans. Successful Bidders shall perform routine repair services for major
systemsthatincdude but not limited to brakes, suspension, heat/air conditioning systems, electrical
systems, minor engine repair, etc.

location and ensure that no one other than the authorized UT A Employee, VVMS or VMS or Van
Operator uses said equipment.
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A loaner van shall not be released to a driver without prior authorization from the VVMS or VMS. In case
of an emergency outside of Vanpool office hours, the contractor shall contact the RIDEFIX Hotline (801-
743-3349) to reach the appropriate emergency ‘on-call” UTA employee forauthorization to assign a
loaner van to a driver.

The Contractor shall obtain authorization from the VVMS or VMS before proceeding with any repair. The
Contractor shall provide diagnostic supporting evidence, vehide history, warranty data, mileage
thresholds, etc. to support recommended service and repair to the VVMS or VMS.

After the Operator’s vehicle has been serviced the Contractor shall:

e Place a copy of the Preventative Maintenance Inspection List and/or Repair Orderin the van.

Once repairs are completed, the Contractor shall notify the VVMS/ VMS or Vanpool Operator as soon as
possible the same day.

The VWMS or VMS will contact the Operatorand arrange a time for the loaner van to be returned and the
serviced van picked-up.

The Contractor shall take all reasonable stepsto safeguard vehides and shall accept all liability in the
event thata UTA vehide sustains damage while in the care and custody of the Contractor. All
replacements, repairs or substitution of parts or equipment shall be at the cost of the contractor.

Should the Contractor and/orits employees damage a van orloaner vehide while in the care and custody
of the Contractor, Contractor shall notify the VVMS or VMS immediately.

Vehides shall be returned in the same condition orbetter condition of deanliness than when it was
received. Contractors are responsible for making certain that no materials are leftin the vehide asa
result of a service visit at the garage (i.e. no oil, dirt, rags, tools, broken glass or parts, etc.)

When the Vanpool operator returns the loaner van, he/she will give the loaner keys to the Contractor. At
this time the Operator may inform the Contractor about any problems with the loaner van on a Defective
Vehicle Report form and the Contractor shall inform the VVMS or VMS if the loaner van requires service.

Vanpool Operators have been instructed to return loaner vans in clean condition with a full tank of fuel. It
is, however, the responsibility of the Contactor to routinely monitor the condition of the loaner vehicles,
incduding general cleanliness and body damage. Contractor shall notify the VVMS or VMS of the condition
of the loaner vans and when the vehicles require fuel, deaning, detailing, and any body damage repair.
The VWMS or VMS will then authorize any work or services to be performed on the loaner van.

If at any time the Contractor has reason to believe that a Vanpool van orloaner vehicle is not being
responsibly maintained by an Operator or notices any body damage that was not reported, the Contractor
shall notify the UTA VVMS or VMS immediately.

Preventative Maintenance Inspections and Repairs: PM inspections are divided into 5 levels of
service and are detailed on the Preventative Maintenance Inspection Lists for Ford and Chevrolet
vehicles.

Currently the preventative maintenance (PM) service is scheduled at 3000 miles or six months, whichever
comesfirst. UTA reservesthe rightto modify the intervals and will do so by formal written notification to
the Contractorin the form of a change order to the agreement.
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The UTA Vanpool vehide maintenance supenisor (VVMS) or Vanpool maintenance Spedalist (VMS) will
contact the contractor to schedule these services. If the Contractor identifies a vehide thatis overdue for
a service, the contractor shall call theirdesignated (VWMS) or (VMS) for approval before performing any
preventative maintenance service.
