*Albert Bell settled Cedar Valley in
October 1852 in search of better
pastureland for his animals.

«The area quickly became well known fc |
good grasses and plentiful lumber. »

«Settlers to build forts for their protectio
The first fort consisted of a cedar picket
fence between the houses and thus, the
town was named Cedar Fort.

*On January 5, 1956, the Utah Legislature
Incorporated the area around Cedar Fort

as Cedar Valley County with Cedar Forg= s
as the county seat. &

«Cedar Fort, however, was not
Incorporated as a municipality until May-+=
17, 1965.















*The most celebrated community traditions
are those of Pioneer Day.

*The activities begin with a water fight on
the 23rd, and a rodeo takes place on the
24th.

«Cedar Fort is home to many important
historic sites. The most obvious are the
Old Stone Wall, the cemetery and the
schoolhouse.

*More 80% of residents, when polled,
stated that historic preservation was either
very (30.6%) or somewhat (50.1%)
Important to them.






«Cedar Fort connects with the Greater
Salt Lake Valley and Salt Lake
Metropolitan Area by automobile
along State Route 73, which feeds
Into Interstate I-15 at the city of Lehi,
nearly fifteen miles to the east.

«State Route 73 is a two-lane road
with a 65 mph speed limit, except in
the incorporated areas where the
speed limit is 50-55 mph.



*Median age: 29.4 (oldest population in
the county)

*Average household size: 3.69 (slightly
over the county average of 3.59)

sLargest employer: Cedar Valley Country
Store (5 employees)

*An estimated 90% of working residents
commute to their place of work from
Cedar Fort.

Many residents are employed by the
federal government or its contractors at the
Tooele Army Depot.
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*Growth is encroaching from
the Eagle Mountain and
Saratoga Springs area.

*From 2000-2006 Eagle
Mountain’s population
Increased from 2,157 to
12,332 or more than
617%.

*Two proposed developments
In Cedar Fort:
South end of
town
641 homes
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*The limiting factor for growth has
been the lack of municipal water
hookups.

*A new well has the potential to
yield 1,300-1,500 new hookups.

«Central Utah Water Project may
bring up to 5,000 new hookups by
2012.

*All of current development is on
septic systems.

*New developments would most
